1 MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING 
                  The minutes of the meeting held on 3rd November 2022 were approved.
2 MATTERS ARISING:
2.1  (Re Minute 3.1).  Links with Dundee University School of Architecture.   Anne contacted Ian Buchanan, Disability Equality Scotland, last week asking if he had managed to contact the correct person. He has not yet replied.
2.2  (Re Minute 3.3). We need to find out what the username and password is for the Dundee Access Group’s Facebook account. We have asked Christine Wilson, but she has not yet replied.
2.3  (Re Minute 4.1). November’s Treasurer’s Report.  Sandy has given cheques to PAMIS, the Dundee Blind and Partially Sighted Society, and to Shopmobility. He also invited Graham Angus to our meeting, but Graham didn’t feel able to attend.
2.4 (Re Minute 4.2). Community Transport Provision in Dundee. Dorothy Wilson took Jan’s comments about the lack of Demand Responsive Transport (DRT) to John Berry. He said that the Scottish Government did not announce the Community Bus Fund as had been anticipated.  He also said that his department did engage with potential DRT operators but nothing workable/affordable materialised from discussions and unfortunately, it seems unlikely that, with current budget constraints, DRT will be progressed over the coming period.
Jan said that DRT did seem to be working well in some other areas of Scotland, possibly under a Dial-a-Ride Scheme, and Carole said that her daughter had been given a leaflet about ScottishBlue, a flexible on-demand minibus service in Dundee.  The group agreed we should investigate these schemes further before our next meeting.
3 OTHER AGENDA ITEMS:
3.1 Treasurer’s Report. Sandy reported that Anne had been refunded for the Zoom and Microsoft licences she had paid for.
3.2 Lochee Road Active Freeway. Bill Varney attended the Lochee Road Zoom workshop on 17th November. He suggested that it would be good if a member of our Access Group could identify a preferred route for travelling in the area by foot or wheelchair. Unfortunately, nobody in the group could do this. We discussed whether it was better to have a two-way cycle lane on one side of the road or have single direction lanes on each side of the road. We thought that, especially if there was one side of the road that had fewer junctions off it than the other, then that side of the road would be the better one for a two way cycle lane.
